RITE FOR CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA)
The Rite for Christian Initiation of Adults is a programme design to receive an enquirer
into the Catholic Church and to educate him or her about the teaching of the church. It
is aimed to deepen the faith of the enquirer in Catholicism.
Here in St George’s Roman Catholic Cathedral, the duration of the programme is one
year. During this period, it is expected that the enquirer (catechumen) attend all the
sessions of the programme.
The programme is divided into the following categories:

a. First contact

b. Catechumenate

1. Rite of Acceptance
1i. Rite of Election
1ii. Purification
1v. Initiation and
c. Deepening

a.  First contact: This is an informal meeting with those responsible for the
programme. During this contact, a catechumen community is formed. It is
recommended that; friends, sponsors, witnesses and other Christians be part
of this first informal meeting. During this meeting, the catechumen gets to
know each other and what the programme is all about.

b.  Catechumenate: This is the period when the enquirers are catechized.
During this period, various rites are carried out: the rite of acceptance, rite of
election, the purification and finally the sacraments of initiation.

c.  Deepening: This is the period when the christian community leads the newly
baptised deeper into the mystery of the faith during the time between Easter
and Pentecost.
